In May 2013, the United States Preventive Services Task Force (USPSTF) updated its alcohol screening recommendation (listed at http://www.uspreventiveservicestaskforce.org). The USPSTF recommends that clinicians screen adults ages 18 years or older for alcohol misuse and provide persons engaged in risky or hazardous drinking with brief behavioral counseling interventions to reduce alcohol misuse and/or referral to mental health and/or alcohol use disorder services, as medically necessary. For adults, Primary Care Providers must offer the Staying Healthy Assessment (SHA) or other approved tool within 120 days after enrollment and every three years, with annual reviews of the member’s answers. If a member answers “yes” to the alcohol screening question on the SHA, providers are required to give the member an expanded, validated alcohol screening questionnaire.  DHCS recommends the use of the Alcohol Use Disorder Identification Test (AUDIT) or Alcohol Use Disorder Identification Test-Consumption (AUDIT-C).
